The recently expanded and remodeled Colorado Convention Center boasts 584,000 square feet of exhibit hall
space, which will provide plenty of room for the SIA SnowSports Trade Show to expand over the years.

Moving the show away from the bright lights of Vegas to the “Mile High” city also makes sense for an industry that
lives and breathes snow sports. The state of Colorado is known as a snow sports Mecca boasting 27 winter resorts
within the state, while many of the industry’s leaders including manufacturers, retailers, ski/snowboard publications
and athletes call Colorado home.

“The SIA board considered many locations for relocating the show and Denver met the needs of our Association
and the snowsports industry perfectly — we're looking forward to the move in 2010,” commented Mike Carey,
chairman of the SIA board. “We are looking forward to living our snow passion in Denver.”
